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PECULIARITIES AND ORGANIZATION OF WORK AT THE UNIVERSITY

Key words: poorly prepared students; motivation to learn; the ways of interaction of the
teacher with students.

ABSTRACT

Reduction in students'motivation to learn hard at higher institution, and their poor prepar-
edness for educational activities is the urgent problem of today. Besides, the urgency of the prob-
lem is growing. The changes of socio-economic situation in Russia led to the changes the system of
values: more and more students enter the University to get a diploma, not the education. The
number of academically poorly prepared students entering the Universities is growing. This is evi-
denced by the fact that the average score for the Unified state exam (EGE) has worsened in 2014
in comparison with the results of 2013 (64.4 points on an average).The ablest students with a good
potential can be low prepared to study at a higher institution. Lack of knowledge is the result of
unpreparedness of the students in the following problems: reading of scientific literature, time
management, description of own ideas in written form. The goal of this paper is to identify the
ways of working with poorly trained university students. Achieving this goal involves treating of
the starting point for the definition of "poorly prepared student”, development of ways to interact
students and their teacher and development of the techniques to increase motivation of the stu-
dents to learn, to evaluate the opportunities for ensuring the effectiveness of educational process
for all the students. In this paper the term "poorly trained student" is defined as one of the students
who has no desire to learn and does not know how to learn. These students are lack of
knowledge, skills, responsibility, and motivation for learning. These are the students who miss a
lot of training sessions for various reasons, the most important of the reasons is a need to work to
be able to pay for education and acquire the required experience in employment practices. The
paper summarizes the experience of working with students at the Institute of Economics and Man-
agement of Penza State University of Architecture and Construction, which consists in preparing
students for targeted training in higher institution and their social support, intensive introduction
to the world of their future careers, opportunities to get some practical experience and a guaran-
tee of employment after graduation. The principles of working with poorly prepared students, the
cumulative use of which defines a new direction in ensuring the quality of students, keeping them
in higher institutions, the chances of success in learning were identified and revealed.
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ABSTRACT

Introduction. The quality of regional strategic planning is largely determined by the quality
of regional goal-setting. One of the main challenges of regional goal-setting is related to the con-
cretization of goals, i.e. to the choice of target indicators and determination of their target values.
The goal of this study is to analyze theoretical and practical aspects of the use of target indica-
tors in the practice of development and implementation of regional strategies for socio-economic
development as a methodological basis for its further improvement. The mentioned goal deter-
mined the following tasks: to analyze modern approaches to definition and understanding of tar-
get indicators; to determine functions of target indicators in the process of development and im-
plementation of regional strategies for socio-economic development; to reveal the contents of the
stages of selection of target indicators and related methodological and practical problems; to
clarify the relationship between the types of indicators and the peculiarities of their use in region-
al strategic planning. Conclusions. The study identifies the main methodological mistakes in the
process of formation of strategic goal-setting based on such indicators as inversion of the logical
link between the strategic goals and indicators of their achievement; lack of consistency between
the stated goals of the strategy and the system of target indicators. On the basis of classification
of the indicators by type of results in the process of implementation of program activities, it is
shown that in the formation of goal-setting of strategies for regional socio-economic develop-
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ment, the emphasis should be on usage of impact- and context-indicators.
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ABSTRACT

Introduction. State support of innovative activity in education has no relevant legal cover-
age, meeting modern requirements at the legislative level. Consequently, it is urgent for the peo-
ple who work in the field of innovative education to study legislative, economic, managerial condi-
tions, and stimuli, when researching state support of innovative activity. The goal of the research
is a methods of study of state support of innovative activity in education based on the provisions
of positive and regulatory economics using the methods of interdisciplinary synthesis. The re-
search tasks are to define a methodological tool of the research, to carry out a qualitative analysis
of legislative documents, dedicated to the problems of state support providing in science and edu-
cation, to estimate the quality of laws and regulations filling with the provisions, consolidating
the measures of state support of innovative activity in education. The methods of the research are
the provisions of economics, interdisciplinary synthesis, qualitative method of economic analysis.
The nature of interdisciplinarity is implemented by means of interaction of positive and regulatory
economic theory with other humanitarian sciences in the forms of economic imperialism, econom-
ic dependence, and equitable cooperation. A combined use of interdisciplinary synthesis and
qualitative analysis allowed to obtain a holistic comprehension of present-day situation in state
support of innovative activity in education. Conclusions. Qualitative analysis of legal system made
it possible to define the problems the ways for improvement of legislative environment of state
support of innovative activity in the field of education. The existing problems are mainly explained
by imperfection of theoretical and legal basis of state regulation of innovative activity in differ-
ent spheres which prevents from stable development and goals achievement to shape the innova-
tive economy. The changes in legislation in the field of innovative activity support led to develop-
ment of regulations about innovation platforms. Improvement of the mechanism of legal, and fi-
nancial provision of innovative platforms functioning allows to obtain good results on the way to
development of state innovative policy and the system of its legislative environment in education.
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ABSTRACT

Nowadays competitiveness of countries increasingly depends on the new technologies and
innovations. In this case, one of the most important conditions for development is the need to es-
tablish new institutions, the quality of which depends on the innovative activity of the entire state.
Therefore, the aim of this paper is to evaluate the competitiveness of the Russian Federation at
the present stage of economic development, taking into account transition of Russia into innova-
tive way of development. The objectives of the research are a review of existing approaches to the
definition of the conception “competitiveness” and the wording of the definition of the author; the
analysis of the competitiveness in the Russian Federation; approaches to combating corruption.
The information base for the study were the statistical data of the Federal State Statistics Ser-
vice. In recent years, the export position of Russia in the global economy has improved. The posi-
tion of food and chemical products has significantly become stronger. At the same time, textiles,
textile products, wood, pulp and paper products are the weak points of Russian export. Competi-
tiveness of Russian products is characterized by the fact that the import of goods on the Russian
market is growing. Competitiveness of institutions is the impetus for the improvement and devel-
opment of economic systems, which for its turn leads to an institutional innovation. Institutions are
designed to create certainty and reduce the risks of market participants. However, when the ineffi-
cient functioning of the institutional mechanisms they begin to provoke the emergence of risks and
uncertainties. Innovation is a fundamental source of wealth. In this case, one of the conditions of
high living standards is considered to be a low level of corruption in the country. Therefore, the
level of corruption in the country can be considered to be an indicator of the competitiveness of
the institutions. Conclusions. Competitiveness of Russian industry in foreign markets is provided
by advanced resource base and technological advance, developed in the USSR. The analysis
shows that for the past 10 years there have been no significant changes in the Russian economy to
help improve the country's competitiveness. It should be noted that the global competition is inten-
sifying year by year and it is important for Russia to use the existing legacy and well-being creat-
ed with the aim of improving the quality of life of the community.
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ABSTRACT

Milk is an irreplaceable food product. Milk consumption is especially important for children.
Meanwhile, the share of imports in private consumption of milk and dairy products of Russians is
more than 20%. In the conditions of economic and political sanctions against Russia, EPY de-
crease in dependence on import becomes a priority problem of dairy complex. For this purpose,
the increase in production of milk in the agricultural sector is important. In the Udmurt Republic
dairy farming is economically and socially significant branch of agriculture. The Udmurt Republic
is among the top ten regions of Russia in the volume of milk production. Milk yield of dairy cattle
grows because of selection and breeding work, technological modernization of production, and
organizational improvement. Over the past 15 years, milk production per cow increased twice and
amounted 5351 kg in 2014. Meanwhile, there are problems in dairy cattle breeding of the Udmurt
Republic, solution of the problems is the basis for further development of the branch. First of all,
it should be noted the reduction of number of a livestock of cows. It isn't possible to suspend this
tendency in connection with unprofitability of implementation of cattle for meat and low level of
profitability of dairy cattle breeding. It is also necessary to pay attention to decrease in calf crop
per 100 cows, that is actual in the conditions of a short period of productive use of cows. These
factors have direct impact on efficiency of dairy cattle breeding and reduce reproduction possibil-
ity of dairy cattle. Due to the decrease in the purchasing power of agricultural producers, the
sales of pedigree cattle in the region is reduced. There is a high dependence of preparation of for-
ages and provision of animal feed on weather conditions. In addition, the decrease of milk produc-
tion in personal subsidiary farms is observed. Investments are obligatory for further development
of dairy cattle breeding. However, the industry has low profitability and remains unattractive to
investors. Therefore, the state support of dairy cattle breeding remains the basis for its successful
functioning, growth of competitiveness, and attraction of private investments.
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ABSTRACT

It is impossible to ensure forest management improvement without formation of favorable econom-
ic conditions for logging operations. The favorable conditions are explained in economic accessi-
bility of forest resources. Economic accessibility of forest resources is an indicator of effectiveness
of forest resources development based on an economic criterion. The economic criterion is de-
fined as equal to or exceeding the value of forest rent of the magnitude above the standard cost of
reproduction, and protection of forests. Transport costs (cost of hauling from the cutting area and
the costs for the delivery of wood raw material to the processing plants) is the most important fac-
tor influencing the economic accessibility of forest resources. Logistics solutions concerning the
choice of mode of transport and delivery of wood affect the economic accessibility of forest re-
sources. Specific conditions of forest exploitation (species composition, average volume of the
trunk of trees, removal distance, etc.) determine the maximum distance of raw wood transportation
by rail, for given values of economic factors (prices of timber products, prices of the factors of
production and transportation services). Use of the estimates of forest resources economic acces-
sibility as a planning tool, allows to optimize the transportation of raw wood as well as to develop
the measures of state support of forest sector.
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ABSTRACT

Introduction. Today the search of the most effective means for attraction private investment in-
to the economy is a key issue for the federal and regional agendas. Public-private partnership is the
most effective mechanism enabling both the implementation of socially important and capital-
intensive investment projects and to enhance the competitiveness of business. In Russia, the process
of implementation of public-private partnership is slow and it is uneven across Russian regions. The
underdevelopment of the institutional environment in Russia is the main reason for the low degree of
readiness of Russian regions for the development of public-private partnership. The purpose of the
research is to perform a comparative analysis of institutional conditions for the implementation of
investment projects in the most prosperous regions of the Russian Federation in the field of public-
private partnership and to develop the recommendations for regional governments in order to in-
crease the degree of complexity of the institutional environment. Methodology and data. The follow-
ing methods were used system analysis, the method of comparisons and analogy, the method of gen-
eralization, the method of expert evaluation, content analysis; the use of the methods made it possible
to ensure the reliability of the study and the validity of the theoretical conclusions and proposals. Re-
sults interpretation and the analysis. The rate of introduction of public-private partnership mecha-
nisms varies across Russian regions. The data of top list regions according to the development of
public-private partnership sphere 2014-2015 prove the idea: the level of development of public-
private partnership sphere is below average (less than 50% of the reference rate of development of
the sphere of public-private partnership in Russian region) in more than half of Russian regions, it
does not exceed 35 % in 45 Russian regions. Thus, the level of development of the sphere of public-
private partnership, which is to be achieved by 2018, in average for the regions is 70 %. The regions
represented in the top ten ranking of the list have the greatest experience in the implementation of
public-private partnership projects, these regions are characterized by good development of the in-
stitutional environment. An assessment of the institutional environment development is proposed us-
ing 10 indicators that characterize the quality of legal conditions for the implementation of public-
private partnership as well as the competence of state bodies responsible for the development of pub-
lic-private partnership in a region. A major gap in the development of the institutional environment
in the regions is the lack of municipal legal acts in the field of public-private partnership and the lack
of statutory instruments regulating the use of various public-private partnership models. Conclu-
sions. The main problems of the development of institutional environment in the field of public-
private partnership are no well-functioning mechanism of interaction between the government and
business, low level of competence in the field of public-private partnership with government clients,
low level of standardization of information resources. With the aim to promote the public-private
partnership mechanism at the regional level, it is important to improve the level of development of
the institutional environment at the regional level.
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ABSTRACT

Both foreign and Russian experts constantly review and analyze current crisis tendencies in
Russian and world economy. The strategy and tactics of Russian enterprises are radically revised
on the basis of internal and external impact environment on the financial sustainability, and they
require new approaches to the study of reduction of the sensitivity to such events. Many scientific
approaches and proposals concerning financial stability remain debatable, they are not brought to
the specific recommendations and need to be further developed taking into account modern
realities. Definition of the main vectors for successful functioning of Russian enterprises is the
basis of modern domestic economy.
