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ABSTRACT

The increasing the social responsibility of business depends on the active participation of au-
thorities, which are designed to ensure the achievement of a consensus of all economic agents in
sustainable socio-economic development of regions and the country as a whole and increase the
quality of life. In order to develop the practical recommendations on building effective interaction
between the authorities, business organizations and non-profit sector in the city of Vologda it is
necessary to determine the interpretation of the concept and its practical meaning in the represen-
tation of all stakeholders. The aim of the research is to establish the guidelines for the develop-
ment of social activity of business organizations in the city of Vologda, based on detailed study of
representation of stakeholders on the essence of corporate social responsibility. The object of
study are business organizations of the city of Vologda. Methodology and data. To achieve the ob-
Jectives of the study, the number of surveys of managers and specialists of organizations, govern-
ment representatives and local authorities and representatives of the civil sector of the city of Vo-
logda was held, which allowed to assess the quality of the subject matter of research ideas and de-
termine the level of stakeholder expectations of corporate social responsibility as a development
mechanism of the social environment and the stimulus of economic growth. Results. The study re-
vealed that the views of the different expert groups have significant differences. Representations of
business social responsibility of Vologda formed under strong pressure from the authorities, soci-
ety and their own pragmatic attitudes. Business of the city is not aware of the benefits by the im-
plementation of practices of corporate social responsibility, so its interpretation is characterized
by confusion of reason and inconsistent use of the term in order to describe the business repre-
sentatives of its own real action in the social sphere. As a result the article proposes a fragment of
a cognitive map in order to study the feasibility of encouraging business activities in a socially re-
sponsible, showing the effects of the implementation of corporate social responsibility for business
development. This method will identify non-obvious benefits of the corporate social responsibility
for business development, which can be used in the development of projects and the municipal so-
cial development programs.
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ABSTRACT

Introduction. At the turn of the 20" century the transformational alterations in the social and
economic environment of the country occurring under globalization and integration of the world com-
munity stipulated the shift in the relationship between Russia and the neighbouring countries. During
this period in the Baltic Sea Region the processes of recovery of historical cooperation between the
countries, establishing and developing economic dialogues and creating new cross-cultural contacts,
elaborating the boundary cooperation including those in tourism and recreation are beginning to im-
plement. The development of tourism and recreation activity is perceived and acknowledged as the pro-
spective (or priority) direction of regional development on the level of authorities, business and society.
The characteristic features of the economic and geographical location, unique tourism and recreational
potential of the boundary regions in the North-West of Russia foster the development of various types of
tourism and define the comparative advantages of this area in terms of tourism industry development,
based on the best practices of the bordering foreign destinations. The research is aimed at outlining the
common tendencies and peculiar features of tourism and recreation activity development in the bound-
ary regions in the North-West of Russia, being one of the most prospective and priority directions for
the development of the regions under study. Results. The paper reviews the general tendencies and
characteristic features of the tourism and recreation activity development as exemplified by the five
boundary regions located in the North-West of Russia and bordering with the neighbouring countries
on the land. We outlined the peculiar features of the strategies developed in the context of evolutionary
economic theory. They are characterized by flexibility, dynamics, adaptability to the changing envi-
ronment, flexible change of the planned parameters at different stages of the strategy implementation.
We also defined the dependence on the preferences of tourists coming from the neighbouring countries
which makes tourism vulnerable and dependable on the market behavior, simultaneously stimulating
the diversification of tourism product supply. We determined the tendencies for the development of tour-
ism and recreation activity in the boundary regions of the North-West of Russia. The boundary tourism
types include two major directions: shopping tourism and nostalgia tourism.

It is possible to outline three phases of an innovative process: 1 phase — pre-
investment phase which includes emergence of an idea, fundamental and applied research and experi-
mental developments; 2 phase — investment phase, including production of a new product or service (in-
novation), launch and primary market development, 3 phase — operational, when the final product (in-
novation) is produced, innovations are diffused. In the model of open innovations at every stage of inno-
vation process it is possible to use both: the internal resources of the company and the external sources.
Results. The paper provides a conceptual model of infrastructural and institutional support of open in-
novations at every stage of a product life cycle. Major theoretical approaches to open innovation man-
agement under post-industrial economy are systematized in the paper. The management system for open
innovations is developed from the position of synergy and cybernetics along with revealing the flows of
incoming and outgoing impact. It was well-grounded that an effective management system of open inno-
vations is based on networking of key and supplementary stakeholders involved in the innovation pro-
cesses such as knowledge chains, information, competencies and products. Conclusion. The model of in-
novation management is based on the principles of open innovations aimed at revealing and formaliza-
tion of link between the controlling and controlled elements. Thus, it is necessary to take into considera-
tion the initiative component of the innovative activity, keeping in mind the innovative trajectory of de-
velopment, stimulate the innovative activity of all the stakeholders involved in the innovation process.

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ABSTRACT

Introduction. In the current context the external environment of power utilities is characterized
by the lack of stability. Thus, regular predictive analysis of the business environment aimed at defin-
ing the strategic factors facilitating the commercial success of a power utility becomes very im-
portant. The research is aimed at identity and analysis of strategic factors of the external environ-
ment exerting an impact on the development strategy formation applicable to Municipal Unitary En-
terprise “Yoshkar-Ola Heat and Power Plant -1”. Research results. The following strategic factors
constitute the external environment of the Municipal Unitary Enterprise “Yoshkar-Ola Heat and
Power Plant -1 technological infrastructure, consumers, suppliers, competitors, investors, authori-
ties, Mass Media. The analysis of the technological infrastructure revealed that the Municipal Uni-
tary Enterprise “Yoshkar-Ola Heat and Power Plant -1 occupies 44% of heat sources in the urban
district Yoshkar-Ola. The surplus heat of the Municipal Unitary Enterprise “Yoshkar-Ola Heat and
Power Plant -1 is 16% (94.417 MMkcal/h). The enterprise doesn’t operate in cogeneration mode. It
is characterized by material and technological obsolescence of the primary equipment. The consum-
er analysis showed that in 2014 the Municipal Unitary Enterprise “Yoshkar-Ola Heat and Power
Plant -1 satisfied 55% of thermal energy demand in Yoshkar-Ola. It is forecasted that 51% of the
prospective increment of the demand will be satisfied by the branch of “Mari El and Chuvashia”
Public Company “T Plus” (Heat and Power Plant -2), 40% - by the Municipal Unitary Enterprise
“Yoshkar-Ola Heat and Power Plant -1 and 9% - by the autonomous sources of individual heat
supply. The factor analysis of immediate environment proved the vulnerable position of the enter-
prise relative to most of them. Lack of investments, pressure of the competitors, dependence on the
supplier and municipalities, capital consumption altogether aggravate and add tension to the situa-
tion. The supplier of the heat resources and direct competitor “Mari El and Chuvashia” Public
Company “T-Plus” (Heat and Power Plant -2) offering the heat energy tariffs discounted by 40%
represent the potential threat, thus making the enterprise “Yoshkar-Ola Heat and Power Plant -1~
unstable on the market. Conclusion. The strategic development of the Municipal Unitary Enterprise
“Yoshkar-Ola Heat and Power Plant -1 should be based on the available resources, competencies
and competitive advantages. It is recommended to use the following set of actions including equip-
ment upgrade, energy efficiency improvement, work process automation, introduction of marketing
management toolkit. In the process of strategic development it is recommended to use marketing
management tools more, which is bound to bring the fiscal effect to the enterprise.
